MEMBERSHIP

The Monterey Bay Commandery has a proactive recruiting and retention program that reaches out to the military and civilian communities here on the Monterey Peninsula. This includes participation in the quarterly Naval Postgraduate School Information Fair reaching out to all new incoming Navy, Marine, Coast Guard and international naval students. For the most part, this is the first opportunity students have had the opportunity to become familiar with the Naval Order.

FY 2011 membership totaled 63 with 4 new companions joining during the year. Commandery had 2 transfers and 1 death.
New companions included: Ms. Donna Dulo; Colonel C.B. “Chuck” Erickson, USMC (Ret.); Lieutenant Michael (Mike) Smith, USN; and, Lieutenant Donald (Don) Trout, USN (Ret.).
FINANCIAL STATUS

Commandery funds at the end of 21 May were $9,553.55 (checking $9,331.96 and savings of    $221.59). Financial status is above the norm as the Commandery is the host Treasurer for the 2011 June Battle of Midway event at the Naval Postgraduate School. Financial accounts were satisfactory audited 30 December 2010.
Form 990-N E-card was filed and accepted by the Department of the Treasury Internal Revenue Service for the 2010 Tax Year. Commandery’s EIN 08-0428587 remains valid.

PROGRAMS


Internal Communications

Commandery intra/inter communications were greatly enhanced through the Commandery’s electronic website. Commandery’s organization, calendar of events, annual report, and specific projects are readily available to all companions and to those using the National website as a search engine for historical purposes. For local Companions not having e-mail capabilities, informational material is sent by regular mail. The Commandery’s By-Laws are on file with the National Recorder General. 

Community Involvement

Community involvement continues to be the key of the Commandery. History, heritage, and comradeship are the bases of all Comandery programs and continue to be the focus of all activities. The Commandery sponsored several major events during the year including the December 7th Commemoration Dinner and the Battle of Midway Dining- Out.  In addition, the Commandery was involved in a number of other Naval Postgraduate School activities, such as the Summer Concert on the Lawn, the Navy Birthday Ball, and various other events. All of these occasions saw participation of not just fellow Companions, but also of students and staff of the school, other local military and veterans associations, as well as a large number of area residents. 

NPS was not the only setting for Commandery Events; other events in the community through the year have included the Memorial Day Wreath Laying Ceremony and the Commodore Sloat Landing Commemoration here on the Monterey Wharf.

National Initiatives
The 68th Anniversary of the Battle of Midway Dining-Out was held at the Naval Postgraduate School on Saturday 4 June 2010. The event was chaired by the school’s President's Student Council in coordination with the Monterey Bay Commandery of the Naval Order of the United States and the Monterey Peninsula Council of the Navy League.  Over the years, this event has grown with greater participation within the local military and civilian organizations on the Monterey Peninsula Coast. When Senator John McCain regretted at the last moment due to pressing Washington legislative matters, COL Czamecki, who spoke at the 2 December 2009 7th Pearl Harbor Dinner, gracefully stepped forward.  His topic was very timely... "The Heart of Command: Chester Nimitz at Midway". Madam President of the Mess was the Dean of Students, Captain Janice Wynn, USN and Mr. Vice was Captain Jeff Kline, USN (Ret.). Over 165 attended the black tie event. Of the many honored guests was Mrs. Mary Snopowski, wife of deceased Captain Edward L. Snopowski, USN who was known later as "Captain Ski". The Navy E-4 Snopowski was serving on Midway Island at the time of the attack. Story line from Barbara, their daughter, is that "dad was the Captain, but mom was the General!” After the war, and following his commission, the family moved to Monterey and "Captain Ski" attended the Naval Postgraduate School and then taught at the school for a good number of years retiring as a Navy Captain. Also participating in this black tie event was the Monterey High School NJROTC Honor Guard.
The Commandery was presented the LCDR Lee W. Douglas Memorial Award during October Congress 2010 in Sparks, NV. Accepting the award on behalf of the Commandery Commander LT Bill Howey, was CAPT Ken Johnson, Immediate Past Commander General. This is the third time the Commandery has been presented this award during the past six years of the award being presented which greatly reflected upon the leadership of the Commandery Commander and his Board of Directors.
Companions held their annual Pearl Harbor Remembrance dinner on 3 December. The 2010 theme was "Honoring Monterey's Heroes Who Served on USS ARIZONA."  Three young sailors who grew up in the Monterey Oak Grove Community and died in the attack were honored. Guest speakers was Clara Foster, who was literally the "girl next door" growing up with these young men in Oak Grove; the Honorable Dan Albert, member of the Naval Postgraduate School Hall of Fame, former Mayor of Monterey and Oak Grove neighbor to the sailors; and the Honorable Jack Holt, who also grew up with Navy petty officers Michael Criscuola, Jack Hazdovac, and Tom Trovato. 

The Commandery participated in the 2011 annual Memorial Day Wreath Ceremony on the Monterey Coast Guard pier. The moving ceremony was limited to “pier activities” as the USCG HAWKSBILL was deployed on local operations. Commandery Commander, Lieutenant Mike Smith, along with other military service organizations, made remarks and later a memorial wreath was “placed” in the Monterey Bay harbor. 
Other Signification Events FY-2011 PROGRAMS

FY-2011 programs and events are published on the Monterey Bay Commandery website and are included as Tab A. 
As this reporting period comes to a close, Commandery planning is well underway for the 69th Anniversary of the Battle of Midway which will be held at the Naval Postgraduate School on Saturday 4 June.  Vice Admiral Dan Oliver will be the honoree President of the Mess. The Dean of Students, Captain Alan (Dex) Poindexter, USN will be the President of the Mess and Mr. Vice will be Captain Jeff Kline, USN (Ret.). Planned speakers include Admiral Hank Mauz (Ret); Lieutenant (Junior-Grade) Ed Deutschman, a WW II Navy pilot who graduated from the Del Monte 1943 Preflight School and later flew Pacific combat missions with the "Grim Reapers"; and CDR  Neck Lednicky, USN, a current NPS student who has flown in the current conflict. Panned is a reception on the Herrmann Hall Quarterdeck, 1 University Circle, starting at 1800 hours followed by dinner in the Barbara McNitt Ballroom at 1900 hours. Guests will be "piped" from the Quarterdeck to the Ballroom followed by the presentation of our National Colors by cadets from the Monterey High School JNROTC. The “planning committee” expects an attendance of over 250. 

CONGRESS
Monterey Bay Commandery continues to support National Congresses at all levels of support. Companions have attended the last nine Congresses and have fulfilled key leadership positions over the last several years including that of the Commander General, Companions to the General Council, Chaplain General, and later as the Managing Editor of the Naval Order Newsletter. Congress 2011 will have Commandery representation.

I assumed my leadership role as Commander of the Monterey Bay Commandery from  LT William (Bill) Howey the first of January 2011.
